Rules of the House
1) Noise levels:

All tenants should respect the right of their fellow tenants and neighbours to the quiet enjoyment of the area at all times.  Slamming doors, shouting and loud music/TV are all likely to disturb others and tenants are asked to avoid these at all times.
· In particular, quiet hours are between 11pm at night and 7am in the morning.  Doors should be closed quietly, and any use of the kitchen or bathroom should be kept to the absolute minimum.   (NB The washing machine should not be started after 9pm which will enable it to finish its cycle before these hours.)  Guests are also expected to leave the premises during these hours.

2)Guests:
Only those persons in receipt of an AST are considered tenants of the property – all others, including family members and partners are considered guests.
· Guests should not be given access to the property at times when the tenant is not present and they should definitely not be given a key.

· Guests should not be present between the hours of 11pm and 7am which are the designated quiet hours.

· The presence of guests should not interfere with the other tenant’s ability to use the communal areas.  If you are planning a dinner party or similar tenants are strongly advised to discuss this in advance with the other tenants to avoid upset.
· The tenant is liable for any damage caused by their guests. 

3) Use of Communal areas:
All tenants have equal right to the uses of communal areas and equal responsibility for their care.
· The kitchen should be cleaned/cleared after each use and washing up should be dried and put away so that the sink and cooker are free for others to use.
· The bathrooms should be cleaned after each use so that they are ready for the next tenant.

· Rubbish bins should be emptied when full.

· All tenants are expected to take a fair share of the general cleaning and are expected to contribute to the weekly cleaning rota.
· This is a smoke free and drug free house, the only designated smoking area is the back garden.  
I agree that I have read and understood these rules and will abide by them. I understand that they form part of my tenancy agreement and failure to observe them will result in my tenancy being terminated.
